Please make a note now for an important occasion in our parish and diocese. On 

Sunday 16th May 2027, we will hold a special pilgrimage in Launceston to mark the 450th 

anniversary of the martyrdom of St Cuthbert Mayne. 
 

This will be a significant diocesan celebration as well as a major moment in the life of our 

parish. We are delighted that Bishop Nicholas will be with us and will lead us through the 

day. 
 

This year’s pilgrimage will also have a strong ecumenical focus. As we honour the witness 

of St Cuthbert Mayne, we will be joined by fellow Christians from across the local area, 

coming together in prayer and shared faith. It will be a valuable opportunity to deepen 

our unity in Christ and to witness together to the Gospel in our community. 

The pilgrimage will include Liturgy, a Prayer Walk around the town, to the Priory and to 

our church grounds. Some transport will also be available. It will be a chance to reflect 

on the courage and faith of St Cuthbert Mayne, and to renew our own commitment to 

living out the Gospel today. 
 

Please reserve that afternoon in your diary now. Further details will be shared in due 

course, but we warmly encourage everyone to take part in what promises to be a 

memorable and grace-filled occasion.
